a. Request for Phone Tree

b. Request to Fill Deputy Sheriff Position Vacancy
Sheriff Jansen advised Deputy Keven Thomson has been promoted to Lieutenant. This is temporary pending the restructuring of the department. Interviews for Deputy Sheriff are scheduled for Friday, 08/05/16, with 8 candidates.
With the resignation of Deputy Adam Zahn, Sheriff Jansen is requesting to fill second vacancy. Personnel & Wages Committee approved on 08/02/16 contingent upon Law Enforcement Judiciary Committee approval. Motion by Bednarik/Kroll to authorize Sheriff Jansen to fill this position. The motion was voted on and carried.
c. Review Correctional Officer Applications
Fourteen applications were received. Five males and five females were selected for testing.
d. Discuss Hiring Process for Jail
We currently have 25 Correctional Officer positions. Personnel & Wages Committee approved filling any Correctional Officer vacancy from the eligibility list contingent upon Law Enforcement Judiciary Committee approval. Discussion on testing to be used with new applicants.
