1. Approval of Agenda

Motion by Wellens/Kroll to approve agenda. The motion was voted on and carried.
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (08/26/15)
Motion by Kamke/Bednarik to approve minutes of 08/26/15. The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Communications
Kevin Hamann received a letter from Wisconsin County Association asking for support of SB227.
Sheriff Jansen received a letter from Wisconsin Department of Justice regarding DNA sample collections and the new DNA at Arrest Program implemented April 1, 2015.
Five-month employee evaluations were completed for two Correctional Officers.
4. Medical Examiner

a. Monthly Report
Motion by Kamke/Kroll to accept ME report. The motion was voted on and carried.
b. 2016-2017 Agreement with Brown County
Chad Weininger addressed committee. Brown County will be pursuing options with Dane County, as well as contacting other counties with the goal of creating regional services in Brown County. Proposal to renew a two-year contract between Oconto County and Brown County as per price, no increase, with an “out-clause” in the event any change and transition with Dane County occurs. Motion by Kamke/Kroll to direct Kevin Hamann and Corporation Counsel to review contract language, and approve 2-year renewal. The motion was voted on and carried.
5. Meet with Public Property Committee at 9:30 a.m. – Update on Law Enforcement Center Project
a. Update on Property Acquisitions
SRF Consulting update was distributed and reviewed
b. Update on Project Construction
Tim Harmann provided site update. Project is on schedule. Geopier surveyor & operator will be onsite 09/10/15. Holy Trinity parking lot needs to have a liner installed, which could create a 1 week delay. Holy Trinity has been notified of possible delay. Tear out of Adams Street will begin today, 09/09/15. Stonework for parking lot 1A,1 B, & #4 will begin. A citizen complaint was received regarding construction site. Tim has forwarded this to the Civil Engineer.
c. Update on Project Re-Bidding Process
Kurt Berner provided update. Letters of Intent have been sent to all vendors with the exception of the electrical and food service categories. Samuels Group is waiting for budget documentation from the food vendor. A meeting is set for Thursday, 09/10/15 to discuss the electrical category with the contractor.

Kevin Hamann relayed concerns brought to him by County Board Supervisors; Supervisor Stellmacher: the coordination of direct purchase of items, questioning use of tax exempt status of county; and the Bid Bond and Performance Bond. Kevin directed Kurt Berner to prepare response. Supervisor Gooding: a Non-Performance issue with Samuels Group in Iowa. Kurt Berner provided the following explanation. The contractor did not meet the requirements of the contract, they defaulted. Samuels Group went in and finished the work. The contractor at fault came back and filed claim against Samuels Group. Litigation has all been settled.
d. Review of Project Timeline
Project is on schedule. Bednarik thanked Samuels Group for their efforts to get back within budget. Rymer thanked Samuels Group for keeping all involved informed.

a. Personnel Request
Corporation Counsel addressed alternative proposals as budget request for full time clerical support was denied. Two proposals presented: 1) Based on the County Strategic Plan recommendation of creating a clerical pool; suggested to implement floating ½ position now (preferred proposal by Corporation Counsel); 2) reduce Corporation Counsel position to 3/4 time, cutting 10 hours/week, reducing salary accordingly, and increase clerical position to full time. Motion by Kamke/Bednarik to recommend proposal #2 to Personnel & Wages. The motion was voted on and carried; with Supervisor Wellens voting nay.
b. Resolution in Support of 2015 Senate Bill 204
Motion by Bednarik/Kroll to recommend to County Board. The motion was voted on and carried.
c. Employee Handbook Amendment - Proposed Deputy Residency Requirement Ordinance
Motion by Wellens/Kamke to recommend to Personnel & Wages. The motion was voted on and carried.
d. Ordinance Change – Chapter 17, Section 17.103 – Speed Limits
Motion by Kamke/Wellens to recommend to County Board. The motion was voted on and carried.
