1. Approval of Agenda

a. Change of Sequence - None

Motion by Kroll/Wellens to approve agenda. The motion was voted on and carried.
2. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting (09/24/15)
Motion by Kamke/Bednarik to approve minutes of 09/24/15. The motion was voted on and carried.
3. Communications
Sheriff Jansen received a draft resolution from Trempealeau County supporting LRB 0773/2 & 1440/2; Causing or Threatening Bodily Harm to Certain Child Welfare & Juvenile Justice Workers. State jail inspection report reviewed.
4. Medical Examiner

a. Monthly Report
Motion by Kamke/Wellens to approve monthly report. The motion was voted on and carried.
b. 2016-2017 Agreement with Brown County
Brown County has received our signed contract. Kevin Hamann advised Brown County we would like to receive an answer prior to budget approval.
5. Support of Senate Bill 227
Senate Bill 227 would allow contractors hired by Oconto County to receive exemption status. Currently Oconto County has to do direct billing to receive tax exemption. This would become effective 01/01/2016. Motion by Bednarik/Kroll to support Senate Bill 227. The motion was voted on and carried.
6. Crime Prevention Surcharge
Oconto County has an active Crime Stoppers. Sheriff Jansen has sent information to the Judges to see if there is support to initiate surcharge. Kevin Hamann suggested item be placed on Court Security agenda and then brought back to Law Enforcement/Judiciary Committee.
7. Corporation Counsel

a. Acting Corporation Counsel
Cheryl Mick contacted Attorney Nancy Kallgren. Attorney Kallgren is unable to fulfill obligation due to conflict of interest. Cheryl Mick then contacted Gale Mattison, Marinette County Corporation Counsel to see who they use and was advised Attorney Beth Ellingson. Contact was made with Attorney Ellingson and she is willing to fulfill Acting Corporation Counsel. Cost would be $100/hour. Motion by Bednarik/Wellens to have Attorney Beth Ellingson as Acting Corporation Counsel for Oconto County. The motion was voted on and carried.
8. District Attorney

a. Monthly Report
No report available. Committee would prefer DA to continue monthly reporting. Kevin Hamann will contact DA’s office and request.
9. Meet with Public Property Committee at 9:30 a.m. – Update on Law Enforcement Center Project
a. Update on Project Construction
Committees heard project construction updates and discussed parking lots, Geopiers, and utilities. City of Oconto is requesting additional work in discontinuing the utilities. Committee requested a written explanation from the City as to why this is necessary as the cost to do so is estimated at $8,000.
b. Update on Project Re-Bidding Process
Bids for the Food Service will be due October 21 and presented to the committee’s on October 22. County Board will act on the bids at their October 29 meeting.
c. Review of Project Timeline
Committee reviewed timeline. Project is on schedule.

Motion by Kroll/Kamke to return to open session 10:03 a.m. The motion was voted on and carried.
12. CCS Medical Contract  2016-/ 2017
Renewal contract with no increase for 2016; a 2.5% or CPI increase (whichever is less) for 2017. Motion by Wellens/Kamke to renew contract and forward to County Board for approval. The motion was voted on and carried.
13. Telecommunicator Position- Reclassify from Part Time to Full Time Status
Sheriff Jansen explained currently there are 9 full time and 3 part time dispatchers. It takes 8 full time positions to run 24/7 shifts. The part time positions are limited to no more than 24 hours/week. Request to change 1 part time position to full time. Motion by Kroll/Bednarik to increase 1 part time position to full time as long as the current employee fills the position. If this person leaves the position, it must be brought back to committee to approve full time status. Personnel & Wages Committee approved this on 10/06/15 contingent upon Law Enforcement Committee approval. The motion was voted on and carried.
14. Authorization to Advertise for Squad Bids
Motion by Kamke/Wellens to authorize Sheriff Jansen to advertise for squads. The motion was voted on and carried.
15. Jail Van Purchase
Chrysler World was contacted for pricing on 2015 model vans. Quote provided for a 2015 Dodge Grand Caravan SE is $16,000. Motion by Bednarik/Kroll to recommend purchase of 2015 Dodge Caravan from Chrysler World at a sum of $16,000 to be paid the first week of January 2016. The motion was voted on and carried. Resolution will be forwarded to County Board for their October meeting.

Personnel & Wages did not act on change of employee status from part time to full time in Corporation Counsel Office. Item being referred back to Law Enforcement/Judiciary Committee because of concerns by some county offices. Item will be placed on 11/04/15 agenda. Jail population and projection charts reviewed.
