8. Approval to Change Court Commissioner Position from Full-Time to Part-Time
Judge Judge received a request from Court Commissioner Frank Calvert requesting position change from full time 40 hours/week to part time 35 hours per/week. Judge Judge is requesting 33 hours/week. Personnel & Wages Committee approved contingent upon Law Enforcement Committee approval. Motion by Wellens/Bednarik to approve request from 40 to 33 hrs/week. The motion was voted on and carried 4-1 with Beekman voting no.
9. Meet with Public Property Committee at 9:30 a.m. – Update on Law Enforcement Center Project

a. Update on Law Enforcement Center Project Progress
Hamann provided update. Funding/Financing Budget Update-Through the end of October the project total is $23,420,808.51. This represents 73.8% of the project budget. Project Progress/Timeline-Frames timeline (191 frames) original timeline had them arriving by January 28; as of November 1, three frames have yet to arrive. Doors, hardware, and detention furniture will be onsite on 12/31/16 and completely installed by 01/30/17. Hamann reminder everyone they could track the construction progress by viewing pictures on the County website under “LEC Project” tab.
Tim Harmann reported as of this Friday, 11/11/16 we will be at 400 days progress without worker’s comp claims. 70 workers on-site today. Timeline outlined: Turn LEC over to the county 05/15/17; ready for inmates June 2017; total project completion by Labor Day 2017.
