WHEREAS, the current video conferencing equipment has become increasingly unreliable to use in the courtrooms prompting the Court Facilities Committee to request an update the equipment in both courtrooms; and


WHEREAS, Courtroom A and Courtroom B will be updated to a new “digital” video conferencing system as well as provide capacity overflow to the jury assembly room and Family Courtrooms should capacity be reached; and


WHEREAS, Technology Services (TS) budgeted $50,000 from sales tax for video conferencing in 2015; and


WHEREAS, the following two quotes were received to replace the video conferencing systems in Courtrooms A and B:

Camera Corner Connecting Point – Green Bay - $120,669.54

CDWG – Appleton - $139,919.00

WHEREAS, the quotes unexpectedly came in more than twice the amount budgeted; and

WHEREAS, the video conferencing unit in the video conferencing room will not be updated at this time and the unit in the jail is working fine and will not be replaced until the new Law Enforcement Center is completed; and

WHEREAS, Camera Corner Connecting Point installed our last system 11 years ago for just under $50,000.00; and

WHEREAS, the Technology Services Committee recommends purchasing Polycom equipment and services from Camera Corner Connecting Point at a cost of $120,669.54.


THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Oconto County Board of Supervisors hereby approves the purchasing updated Polycom Video Conferencing Equipment and services from Camera Corner for a quoted cost of $120,669.54.  


BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Clerk pay $50,000.00 from Technology Services capital account 1000.22.57190.8256 and the remaining balance of $70,669.54 from a transfer from the General Fund Contingency upon satisfactory delivery and installation of the equipment and approval of the Law Enforcement/Judiciary Committee.
