   PROCEEDINGS – APRIL 19, 2016

OCONTO COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS MEETING

1. Call to Order and Roll Call

County Board Chair, Leland T. Rymer called the meeting to order at 9 a.m. in the County Board Room #3041, located at the Oconto County Courthouse, 301 Washington St., Oconto, WI by stating “This is an open meeting of the Oconto County Board of Supervisors.  Notice of this meeting was given to the public at least 24 hours prior to the meeting by forwarding the complete agenda to the newspapers and to all news media who have requested the same, as well as by posting.  Copies of the complete agenda were available for inspection at the office of the County Clerk.”  County Clerk, Kim Pytleski, recorded the attendance, with 31 members present:  Supervisors Augustine, Ballestad, Bartels, Jr., Bednarik, Beekman, Buhrandt, Christianson, Frank, Girardi, Grady, Kamke, Korzeniewski, Kroll, Lacourciere, Lemmen, Linzmeyer, McMahon, Nelson, Nichols, Pagel, Pott, Ragen, Reinhart, Rymer, Sekela, Sleeter, Stellmacher, Stranz, Wellens, Wendt, Zoeller.

2. Presentation of Colors – County Board Veterans

County Board Veterans, Supervisors Bednarik, Beekman, Christianson, Grady, Korzeniewski, Linzmeyer, Ragen, and Reinhart presented Colors and a roll call of the Veterans to open the meeting.  The National Anthem was sung by the Oconto Vocal Jazz Choir.  
3. The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag
4. The Invocation was given by Rev. Craig Alwin
5. Administration of Oath of Office

County Clerk, Kim Pytleski administered the oath of office to the County Board of Supervisors and congratulated them on their election to a two year term of office ending April 2018.
6. Adoption of Standing Rules and Financial Management Policy 
Motion by Christianson/Nichols to adopt the Standing Rules and Financial Management Policy.  Following discussion, the motion carried by a unanimous electronic vote.  There was confusion as to whether the Financial Management Policy had been included in the original motion, and as we were unsure, motion by Nichols/Pott to approve the Financial Management Policy.  The motion was voted on and carried.  
7. Elections and Appointments
Prior to each ballot County Clerk, Kim Pytleski, explained each ballot style and procedure for voting per County Board Rule 2.105 (b)(3)(c)1.  Pytleski and Deputy Clerk, Kathy Goldschmidt were named ballot clerks.  The tallying of votes was monitored by Corporation Council, Cheryl Mick, and Administrative Coordinator, Kevin Hamann.
A. Chair of County Board
Supervisor Nichols nominated Gary Frank for Chair.  Supervisor Zoeller nominated Lee Rymer for Chair.  Following nominating speeches by Supervisors Nichols and Stellmacher, Pytleski read communications from candidates and Supervisors Frank and Rymer addressed the board.  No further nominations were made.  Pytleski closed nominations and balloting began.  
The results of the ballot for County Board Chair were Frank – 7, Rymer – 24.  Supervisor Rymer was re-elected Chair.  
B. Vice-Chair of County Board
Supervisor Sleeter nominated Paul Bednarik for Vice Chair.  Pytleski read a communication from the candidate and Supervisors Bednarik and Rymer addressed the board.  No further nominations were made.  Motion by Linzmeyer/Sekela to close nominations and cast a unanimous ballot.  The motion was voted on and carried. Supervisor Bednarik was re-elected Vice Chair.
C. Highway Committee 
Following the reading of letters received by supervisors interested in running for the Highway Committee, the elections were conducted in accordance with  County Board Rule 2.105 (b)(4)a.  The balloting results are as follows:  

Ballot #1 – Chair: Stranz – 1, Ragen – 23, Sleeter – 3, Korzeniewski – 3, Bartels, Jr. – 0, Christianson – 0.  Supervisor Ragen was re-elected as Chair of the Highway committee.
Ballot #2 – 1st Vice Chair: Stranz – 2, Sleeter – 7, Korzeniewski – 19, Bartels, Jr. – 0, Christianson – 3.  Supervisor Korzeniewski was elected as 1st Vice Chair of the Highway committee.

Ballot #3 – 2nd Vice Chair: Stranz – 3, Sleeter – 23, Bartels, Jr. – 0, Christianson – 5.  Supervisor Sleeter was elected as 2nd Vice Chair of the Highway committee.

Ballot #4 – 3rd Vice Chair: Stranz – 21, Bartels, Jr. – 0, Christianson – 10.  Supervisor Stranz was elected as 3rd Vice Chair of the Highway committee.

Ballot #5 – 4th Vice Chair: Bartels, Jr. – 14, Christianson – 17.  Supervisor Christianson was elected as 4th Vice Chair of the Highway committee.

D. Health & Human Services Board 
Motion by Stranz/Linzmeyer to suspend the county board rules for the election of the Health & Human Services Board.  The motion was voted on and carried. Following the reading of letters received by supervisors interested in running for the Health & Human Services Board and the recommendation letter from the outgoing Health & Human Services Board, the candidates each addressed the board.  The results of the ballot for Health & Human Services Board were Buhrandt – 21, Sleeter – 25, Korzeniewski – 24, Augustine – 14, Nichols – 19, 
Lemmen – 24, Lacourciere – 23, Frank – 14.  Supervisors Sleeter, Korzeniewski, Lemmen, Lacourciere, Buhrandt, and Nichols were elected to the Health & Human Services Board.   As the terms of office must be rotating 3 year terms.  Top vote getters were given the longer terms on the board and lots were cast for tie votes.  The terms of office are as follows:  Sleeter – 3 years, Korzeniewski – 3 years, Lemmen – 2 years, 

Lacourciere – 2 years, Buhrandt – 1 year, and Nichols – 1 year.  
E. Annual Committee Appointments by Chairperson 
The board recessed at 11:04 a.m. to finalize committee appointments per County Board Rule 2.105 (b)(4)e.  The board returned to open session at 11:21 a.m.
8. Confirmation of Committee Appointments
Committee appointments were distributed to the board for review.  Prior to the electronic vote, the voting system locked up.  Corporation Council, Cheryl Mick, advised the board may move to approve the appointments and allow for discuss while Pytleski reprogrammed the system.  Motion by Beekman/Sleeter to confirm the Standing Committee Appointments.  No lights were lit for discussion due to Pytleski locking out Supervisors during the reprogramming.  As no lights were lit to signal discussion, the motion was voted on and Chair Rymer declared the motion passed by a voice vote.  Supervisor Stellmacher requested a roll call vote.  Supervisors voiced concerns that they tried to ring in for discussion and could not.  Following consultation with Corporation Council, Cheryl Mick, motion by Nichols/Reinhart to reconsider the previous vote.  The motion to reconsider carried by a roll call vote 16 ayes, 15 nays (Augustine, Kroll, Korzeniewski, Zoeller, Lacourciere, Wellens, Kamke, Rymer, Grady, Linzmeyer, Sekela, Nelson, McMahon, Sleeter, Christianson).  Following discussion, motion by Sleeter/Korzeniewski to confirm the Committee Appointments.  After further discussion, the motion to confirm the committee appointments carried by a roll call vote 25 ayes, 6 nays (Augustine, Nichols, Stellmacher, Nelson, Frank, Wendt).
