WHEREAS, the WCFA represents the forestry interests of 29 counties with 2.4 million acres of forest lands entered into the Wisconsin County Forest Law, and

WHEREAS, Wis. Stat. §28.11 states: (1) PURPOSE. The purpose of this section is to provide the basis for a permanent program of county forests and to enable and encourage the planned development and management of the county forests for optimum production of forest products together with recreational opportunities, wildlife, watershed protection, and stabilization of stream flow, giving full recognition to the concept of multiple-use to assure maximum public benefits; to protect the public rights, interests, and investments in such lands; and to compensate the counties for the public uses, benefits, and privileges these lands provide; all in a manner which will provide a reasonable revenue to the towns in which such lands lie; and

WHEREAS, the Oconto County Board of Supervisors on  October 15, 2005 adopted Resolution No. 104-2005 approving the Oconto County Forest Comprehensive Land Use Plan for a period of 15 years, and

WHEREAS, the County Board has the authority to acquire properties for the purpose of establishing County Forest land pursuant to Wis. Stat. §28.10 and as outlined in Chapter 400 of the Oconto County Forest Comprehensive Land Use Plan, and

WHEREAS, acquisition of said properties would perpetually provide forest products to our local economy, revenues to the County, outdoor recreation opportunities to the public, and improve property administration of the County Forest, and
WHEREAS, the Oconto County Board of Supervisors on August 27, 2014 approved a Memorandum of Agreement to participate with the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources in the Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Land Acquisition Grant Program, and
WHEREAS, grant funding may provide funding up to 50% of the acquisition price, and
WHEREAS, Governor Walker’s proposed budget places a moratorium on new land purchases through the Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Land Acquisition Grant Program approximately until 2028, and
WHEREAS, land purchases through the Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Land Acquisition Program support Wisconsin’s $22.9 billion forest products industry and $17.5 billion tourism industry, and

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors opposes the portion of the State of Wisconsin FY16-FY17 proposed budget placing a moratorium on new land purchases through the Knowles-Nelson Stewardship Land Acquisition Grant Program until 2028, and

WHEREAS, PILT payments to towns help maintain forest roads providing access into the County Forests, and

WHEREAS, an increase in the County Forest PILT payment to $1.00 would provide an additional $30,595.00 annually to the towns in Oconto County that contain County Forests, and

WHEREAS, sufficient funds are available in the forest mil tax for at least three years.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors request increasing PILT payment to Counties with County Forest Lands from $.30 per acre to $1.00 per acre and that this increase be included in the State of Wisconsin’s Biennial Budget (2015-17).

             WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Counties Association (WCA) 2015 statewide policy recognizes the value of the work County Land Conservation Departments provide to farmers and Wisconsin citizens by supporting adequate resources to implement maintaining this base level of funding; and

             WHEREAS, the inability to adequately fund local, voluntarily accepted farm conservation practices has led to environmental problems and increasing citizens suits and court decisions against farmers.  

     
THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors hereby urge the Governor of the State of Wisconsin and all elected representatives in the Wisconsin Legislature to return to the $9.3 million appropriation for state aid to counties, recognizing the invaluable service that county conservation employees provide in helping Wisconsin farmers grow our state’s agriculture while preserving the state’s land and water resources for future generations.

RESOLUTION OPPOSING REDUCTION OF RECYCLING GRANT FUNDING AND ELIMINATION OF SHWEC AND UW SYSTEM SOLID WASTE RESEARCH PROGRAM FUNDING

WHEREAS, recycling provides a whole host of environmental benefits, including preserving natural resources, less air pollution, energy savings, reduced greenhouse gas emissions, reducing mining wastes and conserving landfill space; and

WHEREAS, recycling also provides extensive economic benefits, providing material feedstock for manufacturing, business development, state and local tax revenue and four times more jobs than the disposal industry; and 

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin mandated recycling in 1990 under 1989 Wisconsin Act 335 and Administrative Code NR 544; and
 
WHEREAS, Towns, Villages, Cities and Counties, hereafter Municipalities, responded  by becoming Responsible Units (RUs) for Recycling and as such, invested millions of dollars in education, collection and processing infrastructure for Effective Recycling Programs; and


WHEREAS, Oconto County and its member municipalities invested in a Material Recovery Facility (MRF) and constructed a MRF to serve the recycling processing needs of its residents in anticipation of the 1995 landfill bans; and 

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin originally proposed to cost share 66% of the Municipalities’ costs for establishing and maintaining Effective Recycling Programs; and

WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin has imposed levy limits on Municipalities putting many under severe financial constraints; and 

WHEREAS, the 2015-2017 Executive Budget Bill proposed by Governor Scott Walker seeks to reduce recycling grant funding to RUs by $4 million in 2015-2016; eliminate funding for the Department of Corrections computer recycling program, the UW-Extension Solid and Hazardous Waste Education Center (SHWEC) and the UW-System Solid Waste Research grant program; and 

WHEREAS, the source of funding for recycling grants for RUs is the $7.00/ton Recycling Fee charged on each ton of municipal solid waste disposed of at Wisconsin landfills; and

WHEREAS, the Recycling Fee generates an average of $34.1 million per year, yet the recycling funding to RUs has eroded from nearly $30 million in 2008 to $19 million in 2011 to the proposed $15 million for 2015, a 50% reduction in seven years, while the full $7.00/ton Recycling Fee continues to be collected by the State; and 

WHEREAS, the proposed $15 million recycling grant allocation is anticipated to cover only 14% of actual program costs of the mandated recycling program; and 

WHEREAS, SHWEC’s mission is to enhance Wisconsin’s environment and economy by providing quality education, information and technical assistance to promote the sustainable use of natural resources, and Oconto County has directly benefitted from SHWEC’s staff expertise, factsheets, workshops and website; and
WHEREAS, the UW-System Solid Waste Research program was established by the Wisconsin legislature in 1990 and seeks research into alternative methods of solid waste disposal, including the reduction in the amount of solid waste generated, the reuse and recycling of materials, composting, source separation and the disposal of household hazardous waste and the program has funded over 250 research projects to date; and

WHEREAS, the Oconto County Board of Supervisors previously opposed reduction/elimination of recycling grant funding (Res # 24-2011); 


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors opposes the $4 million reduction of RU recycling grant funding in 2015-2016; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors opposes the elimination of funding for UW-Extension SHWEC and the UW-System Solid Waste Research program; and 
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors supports the full use of the Recycling Fee as the source of funding for financial assistance to Municipalities, as it was intended, and the funding of SHWEC and the UW-System Solid Waste Research program; and 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that a copy of this resolution be forwarded to Wisconsin Counties Association, Wisconsin Towns Association, League of Wisconsin Municipalities, Wisconsin Alliance of Cities, Oconto County State Representatives and State Senators, Joint Committee on Finance and Governor Scott Walker.
