WHEREAS, NEW Family Care was formed by Door, Kewaunee, Brown, Shawano, Menominee, Oconto and Marinette Counties for the purpose of becoming certified as a Care Management Organization and delivering the Family Care benefit to the residents within the seven (7) county region; and



WHEREAS, NEW Family Care has not been certified as a Care Management Organization, is not able to deliver the Family Care benefit and there is no prospect of NEW Family Care commencing operations as contemplated by the counties that formed NEW Family Care; and



WHEREAS, NEW Family Care has no continuing business operations and undertakes no activities related to the purpose for which it was formed; and

WHEREAS, NEW Family Care has no assets or liabilities that would otherwise be subject to disposition; and

WHEREAS, Wis. Stat. 46.2895(13) provides that the following process is required in order to dissolve NEW Family Care:

 Subject to the performance of the contractual obligations of a long-term care district and if first approved by the secretary of the department, the long-term care district may be dissolved by the joint action of the long-term care district board and each county or tribe or band that created the long-term care district and has not withdrawn or been removed from the district under sub. (14). If a long-term care district that is created by one county or tribe or band is dissolved, the property of the district shall be transferred to the county or tribe or band that created it. If a long-term care district is created by more than one county or tribe or band, all of the counties or tribes or bands that created the district and that have not withdrawn or been removed from the district under sub. (14) shall agree on the apportioning of the long-term care district's property before the district may be dissolved. If the long-term care district operates a care management organization under s. 46.284, disposition of any remaining funds in the risk reserve under s. 46.284 (5) (e) shall be made under the terms of the district's contract with the department; and

WHEREAS, this Resolution is intended to act as Oconto County’s official action authorizing the dissolution of NEW Family Care; and

WHEREAS, the NEW Family Care Board of Directors has authorized dissolution of NEW Family Care by resolution, a copy of which is attached hereto and labeled Exhibit A and incorporated by reference herein; and

WHEREAS, the Secretary of the Department of Health Services (DHS) may rely on this Resolution as action on the part of Oconto County authorizing dissolution of NEW Family Care.  

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Oconto County Board of Supervisors:  

1.
Oconto County hereby authorizes dissolution of NEW Family Care pursuant to Wis. Stat. § 46.2895(13) provided, however, that this Resolution and any action authorized by this Resolution shall not be effective until the following events have occurred:  (a) all seven (7) County Boards that formed NEW Family Care act to authorize dissolution of NEW Family Care by adopting a resolution substantially similar to this Resolution; and (b) the Secretary of DHS authorizes the dissolution of NEW Family Care; and

The County Boards of the six (6) other counties that formed NEW Family Care and the Secretary of DHS are entitled to rely upon this Resolution as official action on the part of Oconto County authorizing the dissolution of NEW Family Care.  Upon satisfaction of the terms and conditions set forth in Paragraph 1, no further action on the part of Oconto County shall be necessary in order to authorize the dissolution of NEW Family Care.

WHEREAS, the Governor’s budget would allow for ADRCs to be operated by for-profit entities

and eliminate the oversight of a governing board comprised of local taxpayers.


NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors hereby opposes those portions of Governor Walker’s 2015-2017 Budget which will significantly change the operation of Wisconsin’s Long Term system that currently provides effective service to thousands of individuals.

WHEREAS, to address this issue, the Law Enforcement/Judiciary Committee and the Personnel & Wages Committee are recommending the salary for the Chief Deputy be increased from $73,923 (P5) to $79,602 (P8) effective May 31, 2015; and



WHEREAS, the additional annual cost of this proposal is $7,037 in salary and fringes to be funded out of a contingency budget transfer of $4,200 to cover the remainder of 2015.


THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Oconto County Board of Supervisors hereby approve an increase in salary of the Chief Deputy Sheriff from $73,923 (P5) to $79,602 (P8), effective May 31, 2015; and

WHEREAS, Wisconsin Statutes 145.245, Wisconsin Fund Program, awarded $2.3 million in year 2014 to 645 low income property owners statewide for replacement of failing septic systems; and

         
WHEREAS, Oconto County has adopted Chapter 12 Sanitary Ordinance, which in part addresses malfunctioning and failing private septic systems (Private Onsite Wastewater Treatment System) POWTS, as defined under s. 145.245(4), which are a menace to the health, general welfare, and natural resources of the residents of Oconto County, and are declared to be a human health hazard as specified in s. 254.01(2), Stats., Department of Safety & Professional Services (DSPS) 383, WI Administrative Code, and  they shall be subject to the enforcement provisions of this ordinance, and s.145.20 and 254.59 of the Wisconsin Statutes; and


WHEREAS, the Wisconsin Fund is a program that provided grants to low income households and small commercial businesses to help offset a portion of the cost for the repair, rehabilitation, or replacement of existing failing Private Onsite Wastewater Treatment System (POWTS); and


WHEREAS, Oconto County utilizes the Wisconsin Fund Grant Program as a positive leverage tool for property owners with failing septic systems to receive partial funding for septic replacement; and


WHEREAS, Oconto County has been participating in the Wisconsin Fund Program since 1989 and has received more than $1,000,00.00 over the past 26 years to more than 400 applicants.  The applicants have received an average rebate of more than $2500 to apply to the costs of replacing their failing septic systems.
